It is very uncomfortable for them to be
in dirty or wet clothes and worse if they have to wear
clothes which are too small for them in Nursery
spares. We do keep a selection of clothes, but we do
not have enough for every child, particularly as our
spare clothes do not always come back.

If your child is sent home in Nursery clothes, it is
imperative that these clothes are returned for the

next child. However it is nicer for them to be changed
into their own clothes.
