Toddler Room 

 

During January the children in the Toddler room 

have had lots of fun experimenting with different 

sounds and noises. Weôve had lots of fun 

experimenting with the different sounds that the 

musical instruments make and singing our 

favourite nursery rhymes whilst shaking them. We 

even took the musical instruments into the garden 

to dance with.

Pre-School Room 

 

In Pre-School this month we have been very creative 

making different musical instruments to go in our 

music shop. We used our instruments throughout the 

day in our role play area, at our group time singing to 

the music man and using them to dance with. We also 

talked about all the different sounds that instruments 

make and where we hear them in everyday things. 

We had to use lots of colours and do lots of mixing 

which helped us to learn that two different colours 

can make another colour, we used lot of materials and 

different textures to make our instruments and even 

food to make our shakers so they made lots of noise.  

We have been singing the ómusic manô song and 

encouraging the children to choose what instruments 

the music man has got. This helped the children to 

think about what sounds these instruments made.
