   Babies
This month the babies have been busy with a topic of Transport. Activities have included making pictures of various modes of transport by painting or gluing activities as well as playing with cars in the sand and shaving foam and reading books where we could copy transport sounds!

We named different transport and introduced new ones too and the children enjoyed practising new words!

We thought it would be nice to hang pictures of air transport around the room to display our work and decorate the room so we hope you like our efforts!

Car-track painting was enjoyed by many of the children- we did this by running cars through various coloured paint and putting it onto car-shaped paper to make pretty patterns. You can see the end result on our notice board on the staircase from pre-school. 

Not all activities have been related to transport however and below you can see Lily creating a wonderful piece of artwork where an enormous 

amount of effort and care took place to make such a masterpiece.

At this stage in a baby’s development, floor play is a main part of the child’s routine. The children have been learning to play together and take turns. This has been successful a lot of the time and we thought it would be nice to share a typical scene of children interacting during play.

This is so important to the child’s learning and the experiences are greatened when they share it with others.

We, as staff, see so many heart-warming occasions that we feel very privileged to encounter- we only wish we could share more of them with you! 

Older babies

This month’s theme was based around transport and the children have been exploring cars, trucks, trains, tractors and even hot-air balloons. We have spent time building car tracks and train tracks for the children to drive their cars and trains around, but what the children really enjoyed was breaking the track up so we had to start all over again!  

The children have been sponge painting with sponge vehicles in lovely bright colours and busy painting with tractors, lorries and cars. They created pictures to take home with them in reds, yellows, blues and greens and a large picture to hang on the Older Babies board for everyone to see, though you might notice that we gave up on our vehicles and used our fingers instead.

The children have done lots of messy play and have explored a variety of textures, which included squishing purple shaving foam between cling film and driving our cars over it. They also played with dried flour mixed with oats – though it was much more fun to be covered in it! Which brings us nicely to pudding making.  Leah decided that we could make a fruit crumble so the children set to work early in the morning.  However the children found the fresh pineapple and pears were too delicious to resist.

Now that the weather has been so beautiful again the    children have been enjoying playing outside in the warmth and have had many enjoyable times in the garden together. 

Toddlers

This month we welcome Saif and Rayen who are new to the nursery and Callum and Hannah who have moved through from older babies. 

Toddlers have been involved with lots of hands-on activities throughout the month that have included an afternoon of making pizzas that we had for our tea. We had a great time making them and we could choose from a variety of toppings- pineapple, pepperoni, mushroom and more! We loved being able to choose for ourselves and creating our own unique pizzas that we could eat at teatime- there was nothing to show for it at the end of the day after we had eaten them all up though!  

A great activity that the children really learnt from was making playdough but it was extra special because it smelt lovely too! There was red playdough that was flavoured with strawberries, orange that smelt of orange and the yellow playdough was a yummy banana flavour. They were so delicious that we had to be reminded not to eat it!

The children then made various items from it and created red apples, bananas and carrots to list a few. 

It was a very popular activity that was requested for days!

   Other activities have included blow-painting where 

   the children made pictures by blowing into paint 

   through straws to create bubbles. The children then 

   put a piece of paper on top of the bubbles that were 

   formed to make bubble patterns on paper. We found 

   this quite difficult at times but we quickly learnt to 

   blow into the straw rather than suck up the paint!

Pre-school

This month Pre-school would like to welcome Hayley, Paige and Sonia who are new to the nursery  and Ethan who has moved through from Toddlers.

To start the month, Pre-school continued with the theme of Spring, concentrating on things that grow. This included learning about all kinds of different flowers, fruits and vegetables. To promote this theme there were lots of practical activities being carried out including painting using carrots and potatoes and creating a market stall in the home corner which sold real fruit and vegetables such as kiwis and avocados, some being just too tasty not to try!

After learning about where the fruits grew and came from the children were able to have a taster of some of them- lemons being a keen one, although some liked it more than others!                  

   Continuing into the month the theme was Transport. 

   We introduced our new theme with everyday 

   modern transport, talking about vehicles they had all 

   travelled in and learning about the least and most 

   popular ways of travelling. 

   Our activities and discussions led us onto learning 

   all about early transport that included the first motor 

   car and the penny-farthing.

   The children produced a fantastic Transport time-

   line to support what they had learnt and this is 

   displayed in the pre-school classroom alongside 

   more of the children’s artwork that they have 

   enjoyed making. We have to say the classroom has 

   been looking fantastic and the children have all been 

   very proud of their creations. 

   Not all of our artwork has been displayed 

   unfortunately as it just wouldn’t have been possible, 

   but activities such as tyre-printing and rubbing/ car 

   track painting have been enjoyed too.

   We also decided to get constructive this month and     

   build our own brick walls. We mixed some sand 

   with water to create concrete and used our wooden 

   bricks to represent real ones. Some were built up 

   like high towers and some were built long like 

   bridges but all constructions showed the beginnings 

   of great architects in the making.

  Next month we will be learning and talking about     

  Occupations and People Who Help Us. If the  

  children would like to bring in show-and-tell objects  

  that relate to this theme it would greatly help with  

  their knowledge and understanding.

This has 

  information of the activities carried out during the 

  day, stories that have been shared and what the 

  children have eaten so please take the time to have a 

  look so you can chat about the day’s events with  

  your child.
