This month our topic has been animals. We divided the topic into Domestic animals – our pets, wild animals and tropical animals.

Our story of the month was “Say hello to the animals” by Ian Whybrow and Tim Warnes.

The children created the animal artwork and got to know the story well. Some children were able to re tell the story almost from memory.

Our pets and their home display are all jumbled up and during the month we have asked the children to name the animal and name its home.

Our wild animal display board has been lots of fun, and we have called it the “Animal Boogie” to remind us of our song on CD describing the ways animals move around.

All the children got excited to dance to this action song. The children moved about the room with such rhythm showing their own creativity with movement.

Our small board is Tropical, showing a different type of habitat surrounded by warm, moist/damp Environment, which certain animals like:

Learning about animal Natural habitats has been interesting and quite difficult for the children to grasp. Its not often we see animals in the wild, mostly in wildlife parks and zoo’s, but with the help of the Animal Atlas and 2 great children encyclopaedias, as well as some story books we have taken a ride into their worlds and seen from pictures and photo’s where and how they live. It’s been a fun learning journey.

During the month each child has painted their own animal from their own thoughts and ideas. We have put them in a photo album for everyone to see.

Please take a look, they are proud of their work!

During the month we have also been talking about our own behaviour within the room, so we have taken time to go through our classroom rules on the sun display, to remind the group of what we do and do not do and more importantly why.

We also have a kindness tree when a child has done something kind, we write on a leaf and peg it on our tree to share with others.

Tina and I have amended the key worker list on the pre-school door, which informs parents of your child’s key worker. Although we are both main carers of all the children, there are development records and observations, which we do separately to help us identify individual child needs and monitor their progress.

Our next event is sports day. We are starting to practice certain races and skills to create ream spirit and establish the fun of taking part.

It is lovely to see so many pre-school children wearing uniform. The company request pre-school only to wear uniform and it does save their own clothes and gets them in practice for school. They are easy to wash and dry, and the children love wearing them.
