As a teaching tool for the children we have used 

their coats and shoes as a way of practicing how to 

get dressed. The children are gaining more 

independence and by teaching them about zips, 

Velcro and buttons they will be able to be more 

independent, as they get older. 

 

As responsible adults in the nursery we feel it is our 

duty to teach the children about others around the 

world. This month we have taught the children about 

other nationalities and people from around the world. 

We have talked about our differences and similarities. 

Through the pictures of the different people that we 

have placed all around the room and books of 

different cultures i.e. Africa, Denmark, Russia and 

South America we have given the children more 

knowledge about people around the world.  

 

As some of the children that have come to us from the 

older baby room are a bit smaller than some of us, we 

have created óGentle timeô where we talk about being 

kind to our friends and gentle with the younger 

children. 

Taking advantage of the colder weather we have 

taught the children about temperature using ice cubes, 

warm water and snow. They watched ice melt and 

learned about the properties of water, i.e. steam, ice 

etc. They also had a great time watching and helping 

the pre school children build a snow man.
